l. The aim of this agreement is to standardize, for the .. 

use of the NATO Forces, tbe NATO Codes for Equivalent Grades 

of Military Personnel. 

AGREEMENT 

2. Participating nations agree that, when preparing 

personnel tables, requisitions, reports andreturne destined 

for other NATO commands, the NATO code for equivalent grades 

of officer and non-officer pereonnel, as detailed in Annexes 

A to Fis to be used. Nothing in this agreement is to preju­

dice existing national grades designatione or procedures in 

purely national establishments. 

GENERAL 

3. The data provided in the Annexes is prescribed by 

each nation. Nations align their officers and non-officer 
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personnel to the Annex formats to show a transition from 

their lowest to highest ranks. lf there are insufficient na­

tional titles to fill each NATO code, nations may enter the 

statement "No equivalent" in the appropriate NATO code space. 

In the case of officers, tbe codes OF-6 to OF-lo are to be 

used for one to five star ranks or equivalents respectively. 

4. Tbe code is to be used in preparing. 

a. Establishment tables. 

b. Personnel statistics. 

c. Strenght returns. 

d. Personnel requisitions. 

e. Other reports dealing with personnel, to inclu­
de Automated Data Handling (ADH) reporting pro­
cedures. 

f. Matters dealing rith protocol -d precedence. 

For personnel requisitioning purposes, the code 11111st be used 

in conjunction with tbe approved ■aøning document. 

5. Anne:iceø A to F outline the NATO code for equivalent 

grades of military personnel for each nation. Unusual ranks 

and grades which are virtually unique to a nation are to be 

excluded from the code system and explained by footnotes to 

the appropriate Annex. 

6. Wben a report includes personnel of different nations 

and different services, the grade is to be preceded by tbe 

national distinghuishing letters (as per STANAG lo59) and 

one of the following abbreviations for the service concerned: 

(A) for Army, (N} for Navy, (AF} for Air Force and (SI) for 

Service laaaaterial.
